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INTRODUCTION


This is the last in a series of eleven sermons on The Apostles’ Creed. We find in it a series of statements of what Christians have believed through the centuries. The creed has a series of 12 statements based upon the work of the three persons of the Trinity. These statements are based upon the teachings of the Word of God. Today, we will consider the “Amen” that is the last word of The Apostles’ Creed (the same word that is the last word of the Bible). Our saying “amen” indicates our agreement with what has preceded. In other words, we believe what we have just said; and what we have just said is based upon the Scriptures. Thus, to say amen is to affirm the Word of God, not the words of man. 

I. 
THE HOLY SCRIPTURES CAN BE KNOWN FROM CHILDHOOD.

1. The Scriptures can be understood by a child on an elementary level.

2. The Scriptures can be understood only if taught to and learned by the child.

II.
THE SCRIPTURES CAN MAKE US WISE UNTO SALVATION.

1. The Scriptures give wisdom by revealing God and His plan of salvation.

2. The Scriptures give wisdom for salvation by revealing Jesus as the only way.

III.
THE SCRIPTURES CAN GUIDE US TO DO THE WILL OF GOD.

1. All Scripture is “God-breathed,” or inspired.

Even when God’s writers include the words of men, such as the speeches of Eliphaz, Bildad, Zophar, and Elihu in the Book of Job, the words are there to show us the difference between the word of God and the words of man. We are to understand them as inferior because they are inspired by worldly thought.
2. All Scripture is “useful”: for teaching, for rebuking, and for correction and training in righteousness.

IV.
THE SCRIPTURES CAN THOROUGHLY EQUIP US FOR GOOD WORKS.

1. The Scriptures can equip us to do every good work for God.

2. The Scriptures can only equip us if we study and apply the teachings in our lives.

CONCLUSION


I believe in the “Amen.” I believe that what is contained in this creed comes straight from the Word of God. Therefore, I can say “Amen.” If it contained the ideas and words of man, it would be untrustworthy and debatable. However, God’s Word is trustworthy. It is without error in the original manuscripts. Its veracity, or truthfulness, is beyond debate. Someone has said, “The Bible says it, I believe it, and that settles it.” That sounds good, but it is not true. What is true is this statement: “The Bible says it; that settles it whether I believe it or not!” Amen! 


I believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth. Amen!
I believe in Jesus Christ His only Son our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary. Amen!
I believe that Jesus Christ suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried. Amen!
I believe that Jesus descended into hell (hades—the realm of the dead souls, not gahenna—the realm of eternal fire); the third day He rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and sits on the right hand of God the Father. Amen!
I believe that Jesus shall come to judge the quick (spiritually alive) and the (spiritually) dead. Amen!

I believe in the Holy Spirit. Amen!
I believe in the Holy Universal Church, and the communion of saints. Amen!
I believe in the forgiveness of sins. Amen!

I believe in the resurrection of the body and the life everlasting. Amen!
