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INTRODUCTION


This is another of the sermons on The Apostles’ Creed. We find in it a series of 12 statements of what Christians have believed about the three persons of the Trinity down through the centuries. The creed may date as early as the second century. Regardless of its date of origin, its statements are based upon the teachings of the Bible. Today, we will consider belief in the Holy Spirit and His ministry in the world.

I.  THE HOLY SPIRIT IS ANOTHER COUNSELOR (vv. 16-17).

1. The Holy Spirit is another Counselor of the same kind as Jesus.

2. The Holy Spirit will be with us forever—whereas Jesus had to go to Heaven.

3. The Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Truth, lives with us and is in us.

II.  THE HOLY SPIRIT COUNSELS US (vv. 18, 26).

1. The Holy Spirit’s presence is evidence that we are not orphans.

2. The Holy Spirit teaches us all things.

3. The Holy Spirit reminds us of everything Jesus said.

III. THE HOLY SPIRIT COMFORTS US (v. 27).

1. The Holy Spirit gives us peace that is different from that of the world.
2. The Holy Spirit soothes our troubled hearts.

3. The Holy Spirit takes away our fears.

IV. THE HOLY SPIRIT COMMITS GIFTS TO EACH BELIEVER (1 Cor. 12).
1. The Holy Spirit gives gifts to believers according to His own choice.

2. The Holy Spirit gives various types of gifts, but no one receives all of them.

3. The Holy Spirit gives these gifts for the common good of all believers.

CONCLUSION


I believe in the Holy Spirit. I have experienced first-hand the counsel and comfort that He gives. I have been able to endure suffering and heartache because of His comforting presence. I have gained insight into the Word of God because of His enlightening presence. I have received guidance from the Holy Spirit as I study the Word of God. Remember this: The Holy Spirit never calls attention to Himself; He always seeks to glorify Jesus Christ (John 16:14). I challenge you to let the Holy Spirit glorify Jesus in your life! Discover, develop, and use the gifts He has given you to build up one another in Christ.
