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INTRODUCTION


How many times have you noticed that people—even best friends, even preachers—are too busy, or too preoccupied with their own problems to listen to yours? What about family members? Are they too busy also? Then, such things make us wonder if God really cares; or is He like all the others? Why should He care about me? Why should He care about one person? Why should God care about anybody? Why should God care at all?

“Does Jesus care when my heart is pained too deeply for mirth or song;/ 
As the burdens press, and the cares distress, and the way grows weary and long?/ 
Does Jesus care when I’ve tried and failed to resist some temptation strong;/ 
When for my deep grief there is no relief, Tho’ my tears flow all the night long?/ 
Does Jesus care when I’ve said ‘good-by’ to the dearest on earth to me,/ 
And my sad heart aches till it nearly breaks, is it aught to Him? Does He care?” 
Today, I want to answer those kinds of questions with two basic propositions.
I.
GOD WOULD NOT BE GOD IF HE DID NOT CARE.

1.
Our text confirms that God cares about all our anxiety.

(1)
He cares about our burdens.

(2)
He cares about our heartaches.

(3)
He cares about our fears.
2.
Our God is not an impersonal Creator/God, but one who is personally involved.

(1)
God was personally involved with Adam and Eve and all of the OT saints.

(2)
God was personally involved in the life and ministry of His Son and all of the NT saints.

(3)
God is personally involved in the life of His Church—His saints (you and me).
II.
GOD WOULD NOT BE GOD IF HE LIED.

1.
God is the author of truth and cannot lie.

(1)
Hebrews 6:18—“It is impossible for God to lie.”
(2)
Romans 3:4—“Let God be true, and every man a liar.”
(3)
Proverbs 12:22—“The Lord detests lying lips, but he delights in men who are truthful.”
Similarly, “Jesus said to him, ‘I am the way and the truth and the life’” (Jn 14:6).
2.
Satan is “a liar and the father of lies” (John 8:44).

(1) Satan lied to Eve in the Garden of Eden—Genesis 3.

(2) Satan lied to Jesus in the wilderness—Matthew 4.

(3) Satan appears as an angel of light so as to deceive God’s people—2 Cor. 11:14.

CONCLUSION


In light of these two great propositions that God would not be God if He did not care for you and me and that He could not be God if He lied, we must accept this glorious conclusion: God DOES care about you and me! God, by His very nature, is a God who loves and therefore cares. He can do no other! Therefore, we should do as our text proclaims: “Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for you.” Yes, ALL your anxiety! We can trust the Lord to care. Our loved ones may not listen. Our friends may not listen. Our preacher, our pastoral staff, our church members may not listen. BUT I promise you: Our Lord will listen!
“O Yes, He cares, I know He cares,

His heart is touched with my grief;

When the days are weary, the long night dreary, 

I know my Savior cares.”
