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INTRODUCTION


Our world is filled with unhappy, dissatisfied people. Korea is no different. People everywhere are looking for something. Looking! Seeking! Searching! Of course, most never find it and continue to wander aimlessly and hopelessly. Unfortunately, even some Christians are like this. What is the answer to such misery, such sadness? Is there any hope?


Our Scripture passage gives us appropriate guidance out of such empty living. Let us consider two questions: (1) Who should come? (2) Why should that person come?

I.  
WHO SHOULD COME?

1. God desires for all persons to come to Jesus (2 Peter 3:9). 

(1) Not everyone will become a child of God.

(2) Not everyone desires to be a child of God.

2. Only certain persons can come to Jesus at any point in time.  

(1) Jesus says that ALL who are “weary” (physically or spiritually) should come.

(2) Jesus says that ALL who are “burdened” should come.

But, instead of coming to Jesus, many people--maybe some of you—will choose to become involved in various activities in order to find happiness—e.g., political activism, travel, worldly pleasures, extra-marital relationships, alcohol or other drugs. Such things will NOT satisfy. If you are unsatisfied, Jesus says, "Come to me.”

II.
WHY SHOULD YOU COME?
1. Jesus tells us we should learn about His discipline: “Take my yoke…and learn from me.”
(1) Like a team of oxen—i.e., working beside Jesus, we can learn from Him.  

(2) We no longer go our own way, but we go God's way—led by His Spirit.

2. Jesus tells us we should learn about His gentleness, or meekness.  

(1) Meekness implies that a great strength has been brought under control. 

(2) Jesus had great power, but He only used it for those in need.


3. Jesus tells us we should learn about His humility. 

(1) He was unconcerned about His own welfare or how He appeared to others. 

(2) It is a willing subjection to God and to our fellow man to serve in Jesus’ name.

4. Jesus tells us we should learn about His comfort: “You will find rest for your souls.”
(1) You will find rest in this hurried world, in this restless age! 

(2) You will find rest for your body, your mind, your soul.  

If life is not what you had hoped, then come to Jesus. Like the Apostle Paul, you may have everything—position, prominence, power—and yet be unhappy, even miserable. He described his life without Christ as no better than garbage for the dump. Is your life empty and meaningless? Then, like Paul, why don't you come to Jesus?  

CONCLUSION


Many times, Jesus invites us to come. He invites the children to come to Him in Mark 10:14. He invites the spiritually hungry and thirsty to come in John 6:35. He invites the rich to come in Mark 10:21. He invites the poor to come in Mark 10:49. He invites the powerful to come in Acts 9. He invites the powerless to come in Luke 14:21. He invites the religious to come in Matthew 23:37. He invites the sinner to come in Mark 2:17. No matter who you are, or what your condition, or how much you possess, or how much you have done, Jesus invites you to come and be a part of His Kingdom. Oh, friend, come to Jesus—today!
