3. They do not want to see programs!

(1) They are tired of seeing Flashy Productions!

(2) They are tired of seeing Fleshly Reproductions!
(3) They are tired of seeing Fresh Presentations!

My Friends, these people do not want to see preachers! They don’t want to see Christians! They don’t want to see programs! They want to see Jesus! They will not be satisfied with anyone or anything else! ONLY JESUS!

III.
HOW THEY CAN SEE JESUS TODAY


1.   Jesus is in Heaven today!
2.   Jesus is also in you and me (see Galatians 2:20).

“I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.”
3.   The Spirit (of Jesus) wants His fruit to be in our lives (Galatians 5:22-23).

“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control.”

When people look at you and me, what do they see? Do they see Jesus, or do they see a frail human being that presents a distorted Jesus to them? Look at yourself; look in yourself! What does Jesus look like in you?
