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INTRODUCTION


God made man to have fellowship with God. However, man rebelled against God’s plan and lost that close relationship. As a result, sin led to death and to the terrible condition we find ourselves in today. Thus, today, I want us to consider God’s plan to reclaim fallen mankind and to restore us to right relationship with Him. God’s plan revolves around His Son, Jesus Christ. Let us examine our desperate need for this plan.
I. WE ARE ALL SINNERS (Romans 3:10-12).

1.
No one is righteous or does good—not even one person.
2.
No one seeks God; but, rather, all have chosen to turn away from Him.
It is obvious that we are all included in this group of sinners—even you and me!

II.
THE PENALTY FOR SIN IS DEATH (Romans 6:23a).

1. There is always a price to pay when we freely choose to do wrong!
2. That payment for our rebellion against God is death!
This death is both physical and spiritual. The body must die because of sin but may not do so until later! However, the spirit dies immediately and is no longer alive.
III. JESUS DIED FOR OUR SINS (Romans 5:8).

1. God loves us in spite of our rebellion.
2. God sent His Son to provide the gift of eternal life.
Similarly, John the Beloved Apostle reminds us that Jesus said, “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life” (John 3:16).

IV. GOD RAISED JESUS FROM THE DEAD (Romans 10:9-10, 13).

1. Believing this truth & confessing Jesus as your Savior brings salvation.

2. Whoever asks Jesus to be Savior and Lord will be saved.
A jailer at Philippi once asked Paul, “What must I do to be saved?” Paul replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved…” (Acts 16:30-31).

CONCLUSION


Jesus is the Son of God who came to earth to reveal God’s plan for man to have right relationship with God again. Jesus died for our sins in our place. Through repentance of sin and faith in Jesus Christ, we can be saved. This is God’s plan to restore man to a right relationship with God—to be a Child of God. Jesus claims very clearly that He is the ONLY way to come to God in John 14:6: “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.” Have you come to God by repenting of your sin and trusting in Jesus Christ? If not, why not do that right now? The Apostle John wrote, “To all who receive him, to those who believe on his name, he gave the right to become children of God…” (John 1:12).
