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INTRODUCTION


The Psalmist repeatedly reminds us that we are to praise God, that all nations are to praise God, that all people are to praise God! Everyone is to praise God! God is worthy of praise. I want us to think about why God is worthy of praise by examining the character, the nature, of God. Last Sunday, we saw that God is worthy of praise because of His loyal love. The second reason is that God is characterized by faithfulness. Let us examine closely His faithfulness with the sharp eye of a biologist examining a newly discovered species.
I.
HIS FAITHFULNESS CONTRASTS OUR UNFAITHFULNESS!

1.
His faithfulness to us is based upon our need (what He can do for us), NOT our usefulness (what we can do for Him).
(1) He knows how desperate we are to find someone who understands us.
(2) He knows how desperate we are to find someone we can trust.
2. His faithfulness to us is based upon His love for us, NOT our love for Him.
(1) He knows how desperate we are for someone to love us. 
(2) He knows how desperate we are for someone to love us unconditionally.
3.
His faithfulness to us is based upon His nature, not our faithfulness.
(1) He knows how desperate our struggle is to live according to His plan.
(2) He knows how desperate our struggle is to live a righteous life.

Paul describes the desperate situation we face in our struggle to live a righteous life in Romans 7. He knows that our minds and hearts are distorted and twisted by the effects of sin. If Paul understands our nature this well, how much more must God know and understand! Praise God! He remains faithful even when we are unfaithful.
II.
HIS FAITHFULNESS ENDURES FOREVER!
1.
His faithfulness to us does not end since it is based upon His eternal purpose.

(1) He knows we need Him to guide us today (our present).

(2) He knows we need Him to guide us tomorrow (our future).

2.
His faithfulness to us does not end when we become old and feeble.

(1) He knows we need Him the most when we can offer the least.
(2) He knows we need Him to walk through the shadowy valleys of life with us.
3.
His faithfulness to us does not end when we die.

(1) He knows we need Him to walk through the shadowy valley of death with us.

(2) He knows we need Him to raise us up from the grave, just as He did Jesus.

The Psalmist knew we were helpless and hopeless without God’s presence and guidance. He knew we could do nothing apart from God. He had fully experienced the effects of sin upon himself and his family. He knew he needed the presence of God when he walked through the valleys of life and death. Praise God for His faithfulness!
CONCLUSION


Thus, the Psalmist tells us that we should praise the Lord because of His love and His faithfulness for us. He has demonstrated fully that love for us by sending Him to earth to live and die for our sins. He demonstrates His faithfulness by never leaving or forsaking us, even though we get old and die. He will simply bring us back from the grave and give us a new life in a new body. With the Psalmist, we should also say, “Praise the Lord!” Just as the Psalmist begins and ends the Psalm with praise, even so we should begin and end every day with praise! Praise the Lord!
