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INTRODUCTION


The Psalmist repeatedly reminds us that we are to praise God, that all nations are to praise God, that all people are to praise God! Everyone is to praise God! God is worthy of praise. I want us to think about why God is worthy of praise by examining the character, the nature, of God. The first reason God is worthy of praise is that His nature is characterized by a loyal love. Let us examine closely His love with the sharp eye of a jeweler looking at a diamond of rarest quality.

I.
HIS LOVE IS GREAT!

1.
His love is undeserved.

(1) He came to die for us while “we were still powerless”—Rom 5:6.

(2) He came to die for us while “we were still sinners,” “enemies”—Rom 5:8, 10.

We are the example of the greatness of His love. We are the undeserving recipients of this great love. We are not worthy of the least of His favors, yet Jesus left Heaven to come to earth to die in our place for our sins! 
    “O what love that He should die for me, Saving grace thus to supply for me! 
     O what love! O what love! Evermore I’ll sing it: O what love!”
2. His love is unlimited.

(1) His love overflows our sins—Rom 5:15.
(2) His love overflows our limitations—2 Cor. 12.

Paul’s thorn in the flesh is a perfect example of the greatness of God’s love. The thorn was a significant hindrance to Paul’s ministry. He requested three times that God might take it away. However, He realized from God’s response that God’s loving care is best evidenced in our weaknesses, not our strengths.
II.
HIS LOVE IS LOYAL!
1. His love is unchanging.

(1) His love for us does not change because it is based on His unchanging nature.
(2) His love for us does not change because He loves us for His name’s sake.

King David was a good king—sometimes; a good father—sometimes; a good man—sometimes! However, we never see God’s love for David wavering. God loved David because of Who God was, not because of who David was. The same can be said of every child of God. He loves us because of Who He is, not because of who we are or what we have done.

2. His love is undying.

(1) His love did not die when we killed Him on the cross—“Father, forgive them.”

(2) His love does not die when we deny Him.

Peter denied Jesus three times, but Jesus continued to love him. Jesus drew him back with cords of love so that Peter might be useful again. Of course, we remember that Peter preached a powerful sermon on the Day of Pentecost when 3000 people responded to the Gospel. Jesus draws us back with those same cords of love so that we might be useful again.
CONCLUSION


Thus, the Psalmist tells us that we should praise the Lord because of His love for us. He has demonstrated fully that love for us by sending Him to earth to live and die for our sins. He demonstrated that love for us by bringing Jesus back from the grave. With the Psalmist, we should also say, “Praise the Lord!” Just as the Psalmist begins and ends the Psalm with praise, even so we should begin and end every day with praise! Praise the Lord!
