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INTRODUCTION

We have previously studied the nature, the character, of God. We have seen God’s faithfulness and loyalty. Today, we are going to consider God’s knowledge—His omniscience. God knows everything that is to be known. All knowledge, all truth, comes from God. Sometimes that truth is revealed; sometimes it is discovered. Either way, God is the source of all truth and knowledge. Let us consider the scope of God’s knowledge.

I.
GOD KNOWS THE PAST.

1.
God knows everything that has ever happened.

2.
God knows everyone that has ever lived.

3.
God knows us and everything we have ever done; yet, He chooses to forgive and forget our sins once we confess them to Him.

God not only knows everything that has happened, everything we have done; but He also knows the circumstances of every event and every choice made by man, including the motivations behind those choices.
II.
GOD KNOWS THE PRESENT.

1. God knows everything that is happening right now (Revelation 2-3: “I know.”).

2. God knows everything that everyone is doing right now (Rev. 2-3: “I know your deeds” 6 times).

3. God knows what we are doing right now (read the text again).

God’s knowledge is not limited, or hindered, by the sheer number of people now alive. God still knows what is happening and what you and I are doing—every moment of every day. Our text is very clear in reminding us of this great (and fearful) truth. Every thought, every word, every action, every motivation—God sees and knows all. You cannot hide from God!

III.
GOD KNOWS THE FUTURE.

1. God knows everything that is going to happen.

2. God knows everything that everyone is going to do.

3. God knows everything that we are going to face and what we are going to do.

God’s knowledge is infinite. He faces no surprises, no uncertainties. In other words, there is no use trying to have a surprise birthday party for God! God foreknows; God predestines to be conformed to the image of His Son; God calls; God adopts; God justifies; God glorifies! (See Romans 8:29-30; Eph 1:5, 11).
CONCLUSION
It is not an exaggeration to say that God knows everything and everyone. It is not an exaggeration to say that God knows everything there is to know about you and me. God knows our strengths and our weaknesses. God knows our natural abilities and our spiritual gifts. Therefore, God knows how to use us to expand His Kingdom on earth. Why do we resist Him when He calls us? Why do we resist His calling when He knows us far better than we know ourselves? My challenge to us all today is to let God be God. Listen to Him and obey Him. That is true wisdom! Although His knowledge is too high, too wonderful, for us, we can have the wisdom to give our lives completely to Him and do His will every day. Are you doing it today? If so, continue to glorify God. If not, begin doing so today!
