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INTRODUCTION


The Bible clearly describes the greatness of God: faithfulness, loyal love, omniscience, omnipresence, omnipotence, holiness and righteousness, mighty in action, and glorious in goodness. Today, we will consider the generous grace of God. Grace is often described as “unearned favor.” In other words, God sees our needs and extends His hand of compassion toward us in spite of our unworthiness. Let us consider this characteristic of God’s nature.

I.
GOD’S GENEROUS GRACE MEETS OUR SPECIAL NEEDS—v. 14.
1.
God extends grace to us in times of failure (“upholds us when we fall”).
2. God extends grace to us in times of fear (“lifts up all who are bowed down”).
God is a gracious God. History reveals that God loves His people and is especially near to them in time of crisis, or special need. He continuously demonstrates His great love and compassion for us. He has promised never to leave us or forsake us.
II.
GOD’S GENEROUS GRACE MEETS OUR DAILY NEEDS—v. 15-16.
1. God extends grace to us continuously.
2. God extends grace to all convincingly.
God not only extends this undeserved favor to His followers, but also to all persons and living things. God bestows grace upon all mankind so that all might know that He loves and cares for them. He does this so convincingly that they will be without excuse if they turn away from Him. His grace is continuously shown to all.
III.
GOD’S GENEROUS GRACE MEETS OUR SPIRITUAL NEEDS—vv. 17-20.
1. God extends grace to all by His perfect actions (“righteous…and loving toward all he has made”).
2. God extends grace to us by His proximity to us (“near to all who call on him”).
3. God extends grace to us by providing for us (“fulfills the desires of those who fear him” as He “hears their cry and saves them”).
4. God extends grace to us by protecting us (“watches over all who love him”).

God is a gracious God. He meets our spiritual needs with His righteous and holy actions. He stays near to us and provides for our salvation and protects us from the enemy—including Satan and his evil forces. God will not tolerate their evil actions but, rather, will destroy (bring to nothing) all who oppose Him and His people.
CONCLUSION


Our God is a great and mighty God! He is generous in bestowing grace upon all mankind—particularly those who reverence Him and serve Him. His grace meets our special needs, our daily needs, and our spiritual needs. His grace is more than sufficient for us! His grace is more than enough for us! His grace is more than we can ever imagine! That is how great our God is! Do you begin to get a glimpse of just how magnificent our God is? Your view, my view, of God is too small! We must enlarge our understanding of the greatness of our God! The Psalmist ends with these words: “My mouth will speak in praise of the Lord.
