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INTRODUCTION


John’s Gospel is a theological document in which everything presented is chosen for a specific purpose (see John 20:30-31). Just as Genesis is a book about beginnings, especially the creation of man, even so this book is about beginnings, especially the re-creation of man. It tells about the new man (Jesus Christ) who remains in fellowship with God, and who redeems the old fallen man through rebirth in Jesus Christ. It also presents the first coming of Messiah and His mighty acts (giving 10 miracles) and then speaks of the second coming of Messiah. Let us examine the significance of what John has to tell us about the beginning.
I.
EVERYTHING ABOUT RE-CREATION BEGINS WITH JESUS—John 1:1.

1.
He was present before and in the creation of all in Genesis 1, including man.
2.
He is also the agent of man’s re-creation in the Gospel of John.
II.
EVERYTHING ABOUT RE-CREATION ENDS WITH JESUS—Rev. 22:20-21.

“He who testifies to these things says, ‘Yes, I am coming soon.’ Amen. Come, Lord Jesus. The grace of the Lord Jesus be with God's people. Amen.”
1. He will come again to take us to be together with Him in Heaven (John 14:1-3).

2. He will complete the salvation process with our glorification.
III.
EVERYTHING BETWEEN HIS 1ST & 2ND COMING IS ABOUT RE-CREATION IN JESUS.

1. He has given to the Church His Great Commission—to go & make disciples.

2. He has given us the ministry of helping to bring peace between God & man. 

“Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. We are therefore Christ's ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ's behalf: Be reconciled to God”(2Cor5:17-20).
IV.
EVERYONE IS SUPPOSED TO BE RE-CREATED IN JESUS.
1. It is God’s desire that everyone invite Jesus into his or her heart.

“Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father” (Philippians 2:9-11).
2. Unfortunately, not everyone will make Him Lord in this life; some will refuse to bow before Him until the judgment when it will be too late to be re-created.
CONCLUSION


“In the beginning the Word” is a phrase equally important with the phrase, “in the beginning God.” As children of God and followers of Jesus Christ, it gives us the confidence of having forgiveness of sin, of being re-created in Jesus Christ, and of a hope for a brighter future (both here on earth and for all eternity in Heaven). Jesus is the Alpha & Omega—the beginning and the end. There is no other who can save us, who can deliver us from our sin and make us new creations. ONLY JESUS!
