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INTRODUCTION


When Pilate questioned Jesus, one of the things he sought to discover was who Jesus really was. Although he was not convinced of the claims Jesus made about Himself or the charges the crowd made against Him, Pilate presented Jesus in unusual ways when bringing Him before the unruly crowds. Two presentations strike at the very heart of what we need to know and understand about Jesus. Let us listen in as Pilate presents Jesus.
I.
FIRST PRESENTATION: “HERE IS THE MAN!” (v. 5)
1.
Jesus was A man.
(1)
Being definitely a man, Jesus experienced life much as you and I do.

(2)
Being like you and me, Jesus humbled Himself unto the experience of death.

Indeed, Jesus was A man. He had a human mother just as every other human being that ever lived on this planet. When Pilate presented Jesus as A man, he was verifying for all time that Jesus was human in every sense of the word.
2.
Jesus was THE man.

(1)
Jesus was the perfect man, the perfect messenger from God to man.

(2)
Jesus was the perfect Son of God and Son of Man.

Indeed, Jesus was THE man, the only one of His kind! He was special. He was unique. He was fully man and fully God. When Pilate presented Jesus as THE man, he unintentionally pointed out the great truth that Jesus was a man like no other.
II.
SECOND PRESENTATION: “HERE IS YOUR KING!” (v. 14)
1. Jesus was A King.
(1) Being of the family line of King David, Jesus restored and established this kingly line in an unexpected way.

(2) Jesus became King of a Heavenly Kingdom, not an earthly one.

Indeed, Jesus had the bloodline of a king. The Jewish people were expecting a king from the Davidic line to come and overthrow the Roman occupation and re-establish the greatness of Israel. However, Jesus came to establish a different kind of kingdom—one that ruled people’s hearts and minds, not their bodies and land.
2. Jesus was THEIR King.
(1) Refusing to believe in Jesus, many Jews hated and rejected Him.

(2) Rejecting Jesus as King, they chose instead to kill Him.

Indeed, Jesus was the King of the Jews—even though they did not accept Him. When they were successful in getting Jesus crucified, they thought they were finished with Him once for all. Regardless of their response, Jesus was King. When He came back from the grave on Resurrection Sunday, He proved that He is King, the King of Kings! His Kingdom shall never end, and He shall reign forever.
CONCLUSION


Pilate’s presentation of Jesus reminds us of two great truths about who Jesus is. He was a man, the best of all men, the perfect Man! He was a king and remains a King, the King of Kings. The real question is this: Is He YOUR King? If not, all of His efforts as a man will have no benefit for you. His 33 years of humanity has value for you ONLY IF you become a citizen of His Kingdom. Will you accept Jesus as King of your life today?
“King of my life, I crown Thee now, Thine shall the glory be;

Lest I forget Thy thorn-crowned brow, Lead me to Calvary.

Lest I forget Gethsemane; Lest I forget Thine agony;

Lest I forget Thy love for me, Lead me to Calvary.”
