God led Moses to write the words selected for our text today. Then, I want to close with the words that God led Paul to write to the church at Ephesus. God has something to say to you and to me.

I. THERE ARE THREE PROMISES FOR OBEYING GOD’S WORD.

1. Children will know God and learn to fear Him (v. 2).

2. Children will value the things of God and enjoy long life (v. 2).
3. Children will live for God and increase greatly (v. 3).

II. THERE ARE THREE PRINCIPLES FOR IMPRESSING GOD’S WORD.

1. Parents are to discuss God’s Word and apply it to all of life (v. 7).

(1) When we sit down

(2) When we walk along the road

(3) When we lie down

(4) When we get up

2. Parents are to carry God’s Word as a reminder of God’s presence (v. 8).

(1) To remind your hands what to do

(2) To remind your minds what to think

3. Parents are to write (and display) God’s Word at home and elsewhere (v. 8).

(1) To remind us to live well inside our home

(2) To remind us to live well outside our home

CONCLUSION


God wants us to know how important it is for us to teach and train our children concerning the Word of God. There is no excuse for failure to do so. There may actually be no other means for your child to learn about God’s Word if you fail as parents. Oh, yes, the church can help a little; but Bible teachers have so little actual contact with them for teaching the Word of God. Thus, Christian parents must do what only they can do best. Paul reminds parents, especially fathers, not to frustrate their children lest they lose hope: “Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord” (Eph 6:4). If we as Christian parents do our work well, the next generation will be blessed. If we fail, the next generation will be cursed to sub-Christian belief and lifestyle. May God help us to be committed to succeed in rearing another generation for Him!
