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INTRODUCTION


In light of the renewed interest in the end of time and Jesus coming again, I continue our study of what the Bible has to say about this matter. Jesus gave several signs of the end time—including false prophets, wars, famine (with pestilence), earthquakes, and a great falling away from the faith. Paul also mentioned this falling away and added two more signs: the coming of the man of lawlessness claiming to be God in the Temple, which means it must be rebuilt. Jesus adds signs here in our text, and Paul adds more in 2 Timothy 3:1-5. Let us examine these additional signs.

I.
THERE IS A LACK OF KNOWLEDGE OF THAT DAY OR HOUR.

1.
Not even one person knows when Jesus will come again.

2.
Not even the angels in Heaven know when the second coming will be.

3.
Not even Jesus knows when the second coming will be.

Is this not strong enough for God’s people? How can anyone mistake what Jesus has said? No one here on earth will ever know the day or the hour until it occurs! We should never be deceived by any false prophet who thinks he or she has found the key.

II.
THERE WAS A LACK OF AWARENESS IN NOAH’S DAY.
1. The people were involved in the ordinary routine of life: eating, drinking, marrying, etc.

2. The people completely ignored the message of Noah and ridiculed him.

3. The people were totally unaware of what was about to happen.

The people laughed at Noah and mocked him right up until the day that the rains began to fall. They were unaware right up to the very minute that it began to happen! People were too preoccupied with their present life to think about the future, much less eternity. Jesus says, “That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man.”
III. THERE WILL BE A LACK OF NATURAL AFFECTION (2 Tim 3:1-5).

1.
People will be self-centered: lovers of self and money, boastful, proud, abusive.

2.
People will be worldly-minded: lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God— having a form of godliness but denying its power; ungrateful, unholy.
3.
People will be without natural affection: disobedient to parents, ungrateful, not lovers of the good, treacherous, rash, conceited.

The people in the last days will not have natural love. Fathers will abandon their families. Mothers will abandon their children—even their newborn babies. People will kill unborn children and feel no remorse. Children will not love their parents. Brothers and sisters will not love each other. People will think only of themselves and no one else. Such actions are not natural!
CONCLUSION


The last days shall be preceded by God’s people turning away from the faith. Also, the ungodly shall turn completely away from God and from family and focus wholly upon themselves and their own desires and pleasures. Surely, this description of the people in the last times fits our generation. Perhaps the signs that Jesus mentioned earlier in Matthew 24 are occurring more forcefully and more often as a judgment upon our generation. Regardless of how we interpret these signs, Jesus reminds us that we are to stand firm, to watch, to be ready for whatever and whenever. Are you ready? Are you living a holy life? Are you looking up? Are you eagerly anticipating His second coming? If you are, rejoice. If not, what do you need to do to get yourself ready?
“Coming again, Coming again—Maybe morning, maybe noon, maybe evening & maybe soon!
Coming again, Coming again—O, what a glorious day that will be! Jesus is coming again!”
