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INTRODUCTION


Because of the renewed interest in the end of time and Jesus coming again, I continue our study of what the Bible has to say about this matter. Jesus gave several signs of the end time—including false prophets, wars, famine (with pestilence), earthquakes, a great falling away from the faith, the coming of the man of lawlessness, the rebuilding of the Temple, and a lack of natural affection (love). Jesus adds one more sign here in our text—that the Gospel must be preached throughout the world—i.e., to all people.

I.
THE GOSPEL MUST BE PREACHED.

1.
The Church must take the Gospel of the Kingdom—the true message of Jesus.

(1) Man is a sinner.

(2) God sent His Son Jesus to die for our sin, and we killed Him.

(3) Jesus resurrected from the dead, and He now sits at the right hand of God.

(4) Sinners can be saved through repentance of sin and faith in Jesus Christ.

(5) The Holy Spirit will empower us for Christian service.

(6) Jesus will come again to take us to be with Him forever.

2.
This true Gospel must be preached, or proclaimed.

(1) The Gospel requires more of us than just living it before the world.

(2) The preaching requires the telling of the Good News to others.


This is the same Gospel preached on the Day of Pentecost and thereafter by the servants of the Church. It is the same Gospel preached in thousands of pulpits every Sunday. It is the same Gospel that brought salvation to you and me.
II.
THE GOSPEL MUST BE PREACHED EVERYWHERE.

1. This Gospel must be preached in every nation.
(1) It must be delivered by some messenger—a preacher, a missionary, a believer.

(2) It must be delivered by some other means—radio, television, print, etc.

2. This Gospel must be preached to all people.

(1) No tribe or people group is too small to be left out.

(2) No tribe or people group is too unimportant to be left out.
III.
THEN, THE END WILL COME.

1. There will be an end to this world: History has a goal.
2. There will be an end to this age of wickedness: There will be a judgment.
CONCLUSION
