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INTRODUCTION


In our text, Jesus is telling His disciples what to expect in the days ahead. He tells them about His coming death and His resurrection. He also tells them that He must go away in order to send the Holy Spirit. Jesus is limited in His physical body and cannot be with them everywhere and all of the time. However, the Spirit will not be similarly limited. He lets them know that it is necessary for Him to leave so that the Spirit may come to them. The Holy Spirit will perform wonderful works that will benefit them greatly. Let us examine Jesus’ explanation of the work of the Spirit.
I.
SOME OF THE WORK OF THE HOLY SPIRIT RELATES TO SINNERS. 
1.
He convicts the sinner of his sin (because of not accepting Jesus as Savior).
2.
He convicts the sinner of righteousness (because Jesus is returning to Heaven).

3.
He convicts the sinner of judgment (because Satan has been condemned by the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ).

The Holy Spirit convicts the worldly person of guilt (and shame). He does so by shining the light of Jesus Christ on the dark deeds done in this dark world. Thus, the sinner becomes clearly aware of his or her sinfulness and is without excuse before God. The sinner must either accept the truth and repent, or reject the truth and leave no hope for salvation.
II.
SOME OF THE WORK OF THE HOLY SPIRIT RELATES TO SAINTS.


1.
The Holy Spirit will show us what is true (v. 13).


The Holy Spirit will reveal only what He hears—i.e., what Jesus tells Him to say. 
2. The Holy Spirit will reveal the future to us by showing what is yet to come.

God may offer us more prophetic words through His ministers—words that warn us of the dangers that lie ahead, but not words of exactly when Jesus is going to come again.

3. The Holy Spirit will honor and glorify Jesus, not Himself.

The Holy Spirit will not call attention to Himself but point all people to Jesus. He will do so by helping the saints to remember what Jesus said and did.
CONCLUSION


The Holy Spirit plays a significant role in the salvation process. He convicts the sinner of sin, points the sinner to Jesus Christ, baptizes the repentant sinner into the Body of Christ, and guides the believer into all truth as revealed by Jesus. The Holy Spirit works to convince the sinner to become a believer, a saint. Also, the Holy Spirit is working in the saint to become more saintly. Truly, the Spirit’s coming on the Day of Pentecost was a wonderful day for God’s people. It marked the beginning of the presence of God in a very personal way—the coming of the Spirit to live within us. Jesus was physically present with His followers, but the Spirit is present within us and is not limited by time and space as was Jesus.
