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INTRODUCTION


Have you ever been overwhelmed by the struggles of life? Did you ever feel as if your friends were your enemies? Did you ever feel as if your family did not care or even want to listen to your problems or heartaches? What did you do? What should you do if it you feel this way again? Let us learn from the Psalmist (David) who experienced some of these same feelings.
I. LET US CONSIDER THE COMPLAINT.
1. David feels as if God does not care (“Hear”/“listen”).

2. David feels as if he is all alone (“at the end of the earth”).

3. David feels as if his will to live is just about gone (“heart grows faint”).
In the movie, “Pirates of the Caribbean: At World’s End,” Captain Jack Sparrow literally was all alone, but the worst part of his experience was that he felt all alone! Being alone physically is not nearly as bad as being alone emotionally! We see Jack as having almost lost his will to live, just as the Psalmist describes.

II. LET US CONSIDER THE COMFORT.
1. God can point us in the right direction (“to the Rock that is higher than I”).

2. God has been and will be our protector again (“my refuge”).

3. God is our defender against every foe (“a strong tower” that cannot be taken).

Even though the Psalmist is miserable and feeling totally deserted and isolated, he still is aware that his only hope is in God. He never throws away his faith, even when he feels that God is not listening to his prayers. He continues to find comfort in God. That is the difference between the Psalmist and the worldly minded.
III. LET US CONSIDER THE COMPANION.
1. We can find friendship and fellowship with our God (“dwell in his tent”).

2. We can find hope and help in God’s presence and power (“take refuge”).

3. We can find comfort & courage when with God (“in the shelter of his wing”).
Eagles often build their nests on the side of cliffs where the baby eaglets may occasionally be exposed to high winds and heavy rains. When such conditions exist, the mother eagle spreads her wings around the eaglets and draws them close to her body and protects them from the wind and rain. Similarly, in times of danger, God draws us close and covers us with His wing of protection.
CONCLUSION


When life becomes difficult, you need to remember the One who promises never to leave or forsake you. God will always be there for His people. Are you struggling in your life today? Do you feel all alone in your struggles? Do you need the comfort that only God can give? He is here today. He invites you to come to Him and find shelter under His wing.
