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INTRODUCTION


Last week, we talked about how every culture has its own unique sayings. Such sayings are typically based upon truth discovered through personal experience. In Paul’s letters to Timothy, he offers a series of four faithful sayings. He also adds another in a letter to Titus. These sayings are faith-filled statements that are worthy to be accepted by everyone because of Paul’s personal salvation experience as the worst of sinners and because of the exceedingly abundant grace of God. We are going to take a look at the saying in Titus today. This saying reminds us about what we are to do in light of having been saved by God’s grace.
I. PAUL REMINDS US WHAT WE WERE LIKE BEFORE GOD’S GRACE.
1. Our minds were twisted by worldly thinking: “foolish, disobedient, deceived.”
2. Our bodies were tortured by worldly activities: “all kinds of passions & pleasures.”
3. Our spirits were troubled by worldly living: “lived in malice and envy, being hated and hating.”

II. PAUL REMINDS US WHAT GOD’S GRACE HAS DONE FOR US.
1. God’s grace has saved us because of His  mercy.
2. God’s grace has saved us through washing and renewal by the Holy  Spirit.
3. God’s grace has justified us and made us heirs, giving us hope of eternal life.

III.
PAUL REMINDS US WHAT WE SHOULD DO.

1. Stress these things to God’s people: They are “excellent and profitable.”
2. Be committed to doing good at all times—to all people.

3. Do not get involved in God-less arguments over useless subjects.
CONCLUSION


Paul gives us a trustworthy saying which, if accepted and remembered, gives us hope for eternal life because we are heirs of God and joint-heirs with Jesus. He reminds us that God’s grace has changed us from a lifestyle of doing evil to a lifestyle characterized by doing good (because we have been changed inwardly). Our conversation should reflect that change as we talk about things that have lasting value, eternal value, for us and for those with whom we are speaking. We must no longer allow ourselves to get caught up in useless arguments that have no value other than to pass the time and perhaps hurt feelings. Life is too precious to waste with such foolish talk. Rather, we are to stress the grace of God, the goodness of God. Let us use our lives and our voices to share the blessings of God with others.
