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INTRODUCTION


On his second missionary campaign, Paul retraced his steps of the first missionary campaign and then sought to go into Bithynia and, very likely, on into Asia. However, he indicates that the Holy Spirit did not allow him to do that. Rather, the Holy Spirit gave Paul a vision of a man in Macedonia calling to him to come and help there. The next day, Paul and his companions immediately set sail for Macedonia. Although there have been various missionary efforts that took the Gospel from Europe to the East, the Gospel has primarily spread west around the world—from the Middle East to Europe to America to Korea to China and ultimately back to the Middle East. That movement began with Paul’s vision at Troas.
I.
THE WESTWARD MOVEMENT OF SHARING THE GOSPEL
1.
The movement begins with a specific request: “Come.”

Come is such a beautiful word. 

(1)
“Come now and let us reason together, saith the Lord” (Isaiah 1:18). 

(2)
“Come unto me, all ye that labor & are heavy laden, & I will give you rest” (Matt. 11:28).

(3)
“The Spirit and the Bride say, ‘Come!’ And let him who hears say ‘Come!’ Whoever is thirsty, let him come” (Revelation 22:17a).

When God uses this word, we can always expect something good to happen!
2.
The movement begins with a specific location: “Come over into Macedonia.”

(1)
It is a call to work with another culture—another lifestyle and language.

(2)
It is a call to enter into another country—Macedonia (modern-day Greece).

(3)
It is a call to enter into another continent—Europe.

The Good News is for everyone—not just for people who are like us!
3.
The movement begins with a specific need: “Help us!”

(1)
The people need what Paul has to give—first Lydia, then many others (the people at Philippi, at Thessalonica, at Berea, at Athens, at Corinth, & at Rome).
(2)
The people need someone to care enough to meet their needs.

(3)
The people will die in their sins without someone to share the Good News.

Nothing has changed since that time. People still desperately need the Gospel. Thank God for the Underwoods, Appenzellers, & others  who came to Korea.
II.
THE INWARD MOVEMENT OF SHARING THE GOSPEL

1. This movement today requires an awareness of the revised plea: “Gather!”
Deuteronomy 31:12—“Gather the people together, men, and women, and children, and the stranger that is within thy gates, that they may hear, and that they may learn, and fear the Lord your God...” (KJV).
2. This movement today requires an awareness of the changed environment: The world today is coming to our doorstep—over a million international workers.

3. The movement today requires an awareness of the unchanged need: “Love!” 

We are called to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ and His love for all people.

Leviticus 19:34—“The alien living with you must be treated as one of your native-born. Love him as yourself....” Will people someday thank God because you gathered them to Christ here in Korea?
CONCLUSION


Millions worldwide are calling out to us to come, but over a million are here with us calling us to gather and love them. Will you and I respond as Paul did and go immediately to share the Gospel with them? Will we share the love of God with them? Will we gather them into our midst and make them one of us? Whether we go or gather, let us share God’s love!
