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INTRODUCTION


The Prophet Micah has some interesting things to teach us. Today, I will give you a brief summary of some of his important words to which we need to pay attention. Later this year, it is my intention to return to this passage and give greater emphasis to the details of this powerful passage. Let us examine what he has to say to God’s people.

I.
LISTEN (GOD’S COMPLAINT)—6:1, 9

1.
God complains that His people act as if He has burdened them (v. 3).

(1)
The people act as if God has treated them unfairly.

(2)
The people act as if it is a burden to serve God.

2.
God says He has begun to punish them for their sinfulness (vv. 13-16).

(1)
The people will suffer destruction and ruin (read vv. 13-15).

(2)
The people will be taken from their homeland and enslaved.
Micah’s message to the people (from the Lord) is that they need to listen! They need to stop complaining, as it is only God who has a right to complain—not them! They are reaping what they have sown: Sin brings punishment and death. Listen!
II.
REMEMBER (GOD’S ACTS)—6:5
1. God reminds His people that He delivered them from slavery in Egypt (v. 4).

(1)
The people have forgotten how God delivered them.

(2)
The people have forgotten how God protected them.

2. God reminds them of His great acts of love and righteousness.

(1)
The people have forgotten the past and only complain about the present.

(2)
The people have forgotten to love, worship, and serve Almighty God.
Micah’s message is clear: The people have forgotten the goodness of God. They are only thinking of their suffering and are blaming God when it is their own fault—their own sinfulness. Similarly, we sin; we suffer; we blame God. Remember!
III.
WATCH (GOD’S HOPE)—7:7, 18-19
1. Micah reminds us there is hope if we trust in God.
(1)
God is faithful and will restore those who are faithful.

(2)
God is faithful to give hope in the midst of despair.

2.
Micah reminds us that God is a merciful and forgiving God.

(1)
God will not remain angry forever.

(2)
God will have compassion on us and forgive/forget our sins.

Micah’s message is one of hope, but we must listen if we are to remember and thereby receive hope. God desires to extend mercy and compassion to His people, but He must first get our attention—which sometimes requires painful action on His part. Watch!
CONCLUSION


Micah’s message seeks to remind us of the greatness of God—that we must listen to Him and remember His loving actions in our behalf. If we forget and drift away from Him, if we begin to return to a life of sin, He will get our attention because He loves us. It may seem like a burden to us, but we have brought such suffering upon ourselves by our sinful actions. Let us quickly return to God, to watch for Him to restore us and to give us a bright hope for the future. God loves you. He desires to live with you, to bless you, to encourage you, to strengthen you so that you can live for Him. Listen—Remember—Watch!
“I will serve Thee because I love Thee, You have given life to me.
I was nothing before you found me, You have given life to me.

Heartaches, broken pieces, Ruined lives are why You died on Calvary;

Your touch was what I longed for, You have given life to me.”
