OPPORTUNITY IS KNOCKING!

INTRODUCTION


In a movie entitled Field of Dreams, one of the characters is a medical doctor, Doc Archibald “Moonlight” Graham (Burt Lancaster). In 1922, he was a baseball player called up to the major league and was inserted into the outfield in the eighth inning of the final game of the season. No ball was hit to him. He never caught a ball or got to bat and never played in the major league again. Ray Kinsella (Kevin Costner) asked him, “What was that like?” His response was insightful: “It was like coming this close to your dream, and then watching it brush past you, like a stranger in a car. At the time you don’t think much of it. You know, we just don’t recognize the most significant moments of our lives while they’re happening. Back then, I thought, ‘Well, there’ll be other days.’ I didn’t realize, but that was the only day.” Warning: When opportunity knocks, we need to take advantage of it and enjoy the moment!

I. JESUS IS KNOCKING ON THE DOOR.

1. A famous portrait shows Jesus at a door with no external handle.

(1) Jesus cannot and will not force Himself upon anyone.

(2) Jesus announces Himself: “Here I am!”

2. The text indicates that Jesus stands and waits patiently to be invited in.

(1) The resident must first hear His voice—spiritually sensitive.

(2) The resident must open the door and invite Him to come in.

3. Jesus wants to have fellowship with the person there.

(1) Jesus desires to share a meal with the resident.

(2) Jesus wants the resident to desire to share a meal with Him.
Jesus is speaking to the believer in this passage, but He could easily have been speaking to an unbeliever. He desires to have fellowship with everyone. Only those who hear His call are able to invite Him in. Are you listening for His voice today?

II. JESUS KNOCKS ON THE BELIEVER’S DOOR.

1. Jesus desires to have a close relationship with every believer.

2. Jesus desires to be a part of our life wherever we are—home, play, work, etc.

3. Jesus desires to be our best friend, not just a welcome guest.

When we grow cold and indifferent to Him, He remains faithful to us and continues to attempt to restore that lost relationship. When He knocks, be quick to open the door.
III. JESUS KNOCKS ON THE UNBELIEVER’S DOOR.

1. Jesus seeks to establish a relationship with every unbeliever.

2. Jesus seeks to be a special part of all of your life—as Savior.

3. Jesus seeks to play a significant role in your life—as Lord.
Jesus knocks on your door today. He will not force Himself upon you. You must hear His call, open the door, and invite Him in. Will you do so today?

CONCLUSION


Opportunity knocks, but we do not know how often that will be. Thus, we need to see every opportunity as the opportunity of a lifetime—to grasp it and enjoy it!

“Jesus is standing at your heart’s door. Standing and knocking, He’s knocked before.

This is the question you face once more: ‘What will you do with Jesus?’
