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INTRODUCTION


All of us as God’s people desire to honor God in our lives. We wonder sometimes just exactly what God expects of us. Does He expect us to be missionaries, preachers, teachers, choir members, elders, deacons? Just what does He expect of us as typical Christian people? Today, I propose to help clarify what God expects of all of His people. When we finish our sermon today, I think you will have a better understanding of what God expects of you, at least with reference to faith.
I. FAITH THAT HONORS GOD IS FAITH IN ACTION.

1. Trust God even when others do not encourage you (Abe, wife, & no child).
2. Trust God even when it makes no sense (Noah, ark, & rain).

3. Trust God even when God does not encourage (Jesus, Gentile woman, & scraps).

4. Trust God even when there is no hope (man, dying son, & promised healing).

5. Trust God even when there is serious opposition (Paul & Alexander).
God expects us to have a faith that is active, one that honors Him in every circumstance of life. God not only expects such faith, but also He deserves such faith from His people. This is NOT just a missionary or preacher kind of faith! It is the kind of faith that all of God’s people should have. Do you have a faith that honors God?
II. FAITH THAT HONORS GOD IS LOVE IN ACTION.

1. People of faith love the Lord.
2. People of faith love the Church.

3. People of faith love the Believers.

4. People of faith love the Lost.

5. People of faith love Righteousness (and hate Sin).

God expects us to love as Jesus loved. Faith that honors God is a faith characterized by love—a love in action! That, my Friends, is what God expects of you and me! All else is secondary, or less important. We each have our unique gifts and abilities for honoring God. They allow us to honor Him in our own way—which may be different from the ways all other people honor Him. Does God see your love in action?
CONCLUSION


God expects us to honor Him in similar ways, but He also wants you and me to honor Him in the unique way that only you or I can! God has gifted some of you with a spouse, some with a spouse and children, some with a single lifestyle, some with a single-again lifestyle. Whatever circumstance you find yourself in, that is the condition in which God wants you to honor Him. You do not have to change any circumstance to be able to honor God. You may just need to change your attitude toward yourself and your circumstances. I challenge you today to choose to honor God. Honor God with faith in action, love in action!
