ARE YOU A CHILD OF GOD?

1. Jesus is the ONLY way to receive eternal life (v. 11).

God alone gives eternal life. This life is in His Son, Jesus Christ.

2. Having Jesus in you gives life (v. 12).

Having Jesus equals life. Not having Jesus equals no life.

3. How can you have Jesus in your life?

The Bible says, “To all who received him [Jesus], to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God—children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God” (John 1:12-13). 

Have you received Jesus as your personal Savior and Lord? Are you a child of God?

DO YOU KNOW FOR SURE?

1. God wants you to know for sure and not doubt your relationship with Him.

Our text was written to give assurance of salvation; simply believe (v. 13).

2. God’s faithfulness and His unchanging nature give us confidence.

We can pray with confidence when we ask according to His will (v. 14).

3. God promises to grant us our prayer request (v. 15).

Since God hears us, “we know that we have what we asked of him.”

Here is our assurance: If we ask for forgiveness of our sinfulness and invite Jesus Christ into our lives, we know that we are asking according to God’s will. Therefore, we know that God hears our prayer and grants our request. God is faithful.

DO YOU HAVE DOUBTS?

1. You may not yet be a child of God and have good reason to doubt.
2. You may have unconfessed sin in your heart and mind.

3. You may have experienced some crisis that has shaken your confidence.

4. You may simply have inadequate understanding of theology.

5. You may possibly be resisting God’s will in your life.

All of these things can cause you to have doubts, but God wants you to know for sure. You can trust God to save you, and you can trust God to keep you saved. It is all a work of His grace. It is not something we deserve to have or keep.

In the light of these Bible promises, do you know for sure that you are a Child of God? If you are a Child of God, then you can know for sure that Heaven is your eternal home.
