(5) There will be no more pain (21:4).

3. We will receive spiritual blessings.

(1) We will be in the presence of the light of God and of the Lamb (21:23).

(2) We will be totally delivered from the presence of evil (21:23).

(3) We will see God face-to-face (22:3) as we serve Him (22:4).

(4) His name will be written on our foreheads—i.e., we belong to Him (22:4).

(5) We will reign with Him forever and ever (22:5).
