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INTRODUCTION

I. THE PLACE OF HIS BIRTH
1. Jesus should have been born in Nazareth.

(1) His parents lived in Nazareth.

(2) He would live in Nazareth until He was 30 years old.

2. But Jesus was born in Bethlehem.

(1) Scripture prophesied it (Micah 5:2).

(2) Caesar provided the reason (a census).

God’s plans are carried out to the last detail, regardless of the obstacles. Every Messianic prophecy was fulfilled in Jesus Christ—including the place of birth.

II. THE PRAISE OF HIS BIRTH
1. The Angel announces the birth of Jesus to the shepherds out in the rural fields.

(1) “I bring you good news of great joy that will be for all the people.”

(2) “A Savior has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord.”

2. The Angelic Chorus sings out praises to God.

(1) “Glory to God in the highest.”

(2) “And on earth peace to men on whom his favor rests.”

This day is the most glorious day in the life of the Church as the Church’s Founder is born! It is such a momentous event that someone had to shout out the news. Thus, God sent the Angels to tell the world what had happened! GLORY TO GOD!
III. THE PURPOSE OF HIS BIRTH
1. Jesus came to earth to be the Savior.

(1) “He will save His people from their sins” (Matthew 1:21).

(2) He said that He came “to seek and to save what was lost” (Luke 19:10).

2. Jesus came to earth to bring peace.

(1) He offers peace ONLY to those He favors: “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you” (John 14:27).

(2) He favors ONLY those who trust in and faithfully follow Him: “In me you may have peace” (John 16:33).  

Jesus brought salvation to earth to all who believe in Him. He favors all who follow Him faithfully and He gives them peace—peace that the world cannot know or give.

The Birth of Jesus Christ made all of the difference in the world to the Church! His birth is the greatest day in the life of the Church!
