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INTRODUCTION


Resurrection Sunday is and always must be about Jesus Christ; for on this day, we celebrate the proof of life after death—everlasting life. However, without Good Friday, there could be no Easter Sunday. I want us to think of the necessity of the death of our Lord on that historic day. Our text reveals some insight into the death, the shedding of blood, by Jesus Christ. Also, we will take a brief trip back in time to the days of the first Passover to get a better understanding of the idea of being broken and poured out.

BROKEN AND POURED OUT—OUR TEXT

1. The Value of the Perfume

(1) The perfume was worth a year’s wages.

(2) The value had greater value in its application.

2. The Purpose for the Perfume

(1) The perfume was for anointing a body in preparation for burial.

(2) The breaking and pouring out signified the death of Jesus.

3. The Giving of the Perfume

(1) The giver gave out of love for the one being anointed.

(2) The giver recognized the need of the one being anointed.

This young woman, name unknown, is remembered for her act of love for her Lord. She demonstrated care for the One who was soon to die on the cross. 

II.
BROKEN AND POURED OUT—THE FIRST PASSOVER (Exodus 12:1-13)

1. The Value of the Blood of the Lamb

(1) The blood was the source of life of the lamb.

(2) The blood had greater value in its application.

2. The Purpose for the Blood of the Lamb

(1) The blood was for the purpose of protection from the Death Angel.

(2) The breaking and pouring out—slaughtering the lamb and putting its blood on the sides and tops of the doorframes—signified the death of Jesus.

3. The Giving of the Blood of the Lamb

(1) The giver gave but did not know the meaning of the giving.

(2) The giver could not recognize the need for its blood to anoint the doorframe.

The lamb could not understand, but the one applying its blood to the doorframe could. And God said, “When I see the blood, I will pass over you” (Ex. 12:13).

III.
BROKEN AND POURED OUT—ON GOOD FRIDAY

1. The Value of the Blood of Jesus Christ—the Lamb of God

(1) The blood was the source of life for Jesus Christ.

(2) The blood had greater value in its application.

2. The Purpose for the Blood of Jesus Christ—the Lamb of God

(1) The purpose of the blood was to protect us from the law of sin and death.

(2) The breaking and pouring out paid the price in full for your sins and mine.

3. The Giving of the Blood of Jesus Christ—the Lamb of God

(1) The Giver gave out of love for those who did not understand His gift.

(2) The Giver recognized our need and willingly gave His blood for you and me.


Jesus Christ fully understood our need. He acted in love to save us from death. He was broken and poured out for you and me. Oh, what love! Oh, what grace!
CONCLUSION


When we understand this great truth and repent of our sin, that sin which caused Jesus to die on the cross, when we repent and invite Him into our lives as Savior and Lord, the blood of Jesus Christ is applied to our lives.
