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INTRODUCTION


There are some days that are very special—e.g., the day that you meet that “perfect” person. The same can be said about the life of the Church. This sermon is about one of the great days in the life of the Church. Today’s subject is the Day of Pentecost.

I. THE MARVEL OF PENTECOST (2:1-8)

1. The Setting

(1) They were all together in one place.

(2) They were sitting in a house.

2. The Surprise

(1) There was “a sound like the blowing of a violent wind.”

(2) There “seemed to be tongues of fire that . . . came to rest on each of them.”

3. The Spirit

(1) “All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit.”

(2) All “began to speak in other tongues [languages] as the Spirit enabled them.”

The Marvel of Pentecost is that the disciples spoke in one of 17 languages that they did not know. They were able to preach to every nationality group present.

II. THE MESSAGE OF PENTECOST (2:14-21)

1. The Preaching of Peter

(1) Peter “raised his voice and addressed the crowd.”

(2) He explained the significance of the day and of recent events.

2. The Prophecy of Joel

(1) “In the last days, God says, I will pour out my Spirit on all people.”

(2) “I will show wonders in the heavens above and signs on the earth below.”

3. The Promise of Salvation

(1) God promises salvation from the horrors at the end of time.

(2) The promise is given to “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord.”

The Message of Pentecost is one of salvation to everyone who calls upon the name of the Lord. Wherever the place and whatever the language, whoever calls upon the Lord shall be saved. That is the promise of God, both then and now! Have you been saved?

III. THE MIRACLE OF PENTECOST (2:41-47)

1. The Miracle of Communication

(1) All people heard the message of salvation in their own language.

(2) All people were invited to be a part of God’s Family.

2. The Miracle of Conversion

(1) About 3,000 accepted the message of Peter that day.

(2) They became followers of Jesus Christ.

3. The Miracle of Church

(1) The believers devoted themselves to the following: the apostles’ teaching, fellowship, eating together, praying together.

(2) They experienced the following every day: seeing wonders and signs done by the apostles, sharing everything in common, meeting together, eating together, gladness of heart, praising God, rejoicing, finding favor, and winning the lost.

The Miracle of Pentecost is that people came together and became the Church, fellowshipping together, loving one another, enjoying one another’s company, sharing together, and making new converts for Jesus Christ.
