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INTRODUCTION


The ministry of the Apostle Paul was truly amazing! He was a giant of the faith. He was one of the first missionaries sent out by the Church, went on three missionary campaigns, wrote nearly half of the New Testament books, and suffered many things for Jesus Christ. Looking at Paul’s early years, no one would have expected him to have any good influence.


Let us go back and examine his past. When he was younger, he rejected Christ, hated Christians, and persecuted the Church. However, his life changed on the road to Damascus. That day was a great day in the life of the Church!

I. HE SAW THE RIGHT LIGHT!

1. The source of that light was from Heaven.

(1) This was not an inner light—some intuitive insight.

(2) This was a light from Heaven—sent by God.

2. That light flashed around him. 

(1) The light flashed—clearly seen by Paul.

(2) The light was sent to open Paul’s eyes—a personal revelation.

This was no false light duplicated by Satan. This was the genuine light shining from God’s throne. Paul did not question the source. He fell to the ground in fear and awe.

II. HE TRUSTED THE RIGHT LORD!

1.   He recognized that this person was the true Lord.

(1) He asked, “Who are you, Lord?”

(2) He wanted to know the Lord’s true identity.

2. He learned that the Lord was none other than Jesus, whom he had rejected.

(1) “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting.”

(2) Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life—the only way to God the Father!

Paul took “the road less traveled by”—not the one taken by philosophers, not the one taken by politicians, not the one taken by religionists, not the one taken by the crowd. He took “the Way” that leads to Heaven—the only Way.  Jesus Christ the Savior!

III. HE OBEYED THE RIGHT LEADER!

1. He obeyed the word of the Lord.

(1) He did not continue to follow his own plan—to persecute Christians.

(2) He followed the Lord’s plan—to go to Damascus, his original destination.

2. He obeyed the word of the Lord in blind obedience.

(1) He went forward, even though he could not see where he was going.

(2) He went forward, trusting God to show him the way.

It is only when we are obedient that God can lead and use us. It is only when our faith is in action that God will reveal His will to us. Jesus says to His followers in every age, “Get up and go . . . and you will be told what you must do.”
IV. HE PRACTICED THE RIGHT LOVE!

1. His love for the law led him to kill others in his zeal.

2. His love for the Lord led him to minister to others in his zeal.

Right faith in the right Person ought to lead to right action (LOVE).

For Paul, it was the wrong beginning, but the right ending! Like Paul, your life can also have the right ending. If you see the right light (Jesus, the Light of the World), trust in the right Lord, and obey the right Leader, you also can practice the right Love in your life. 
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
