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INTRODUCTION


Nearly everyone knows a woman cannot become pregnant by herself. It requires two persons to produce a pregnancy. However, with modern medical advances, a woman can now become pregnant without losing her virginity; but it requires the knowledgeable role of a physician. Similarly, in the case of Mary in our text, she could not become pregnant because she was a virgin. However, the Heavenly Physician was able to impregnate her by an act of the Holy Spirit. The pregnancy resulted in the birth of a son and fulfilled prophecy.

I.
PROPHECY OF THE VIRGIN BIRTH

1. From Isaiah 7:14

(1) The Hebrew word translated “virgin” literally means “young woman.”

(2) A young woman in OT times would be a virgin, or she would be an outcast.

(3) The young woman, or virgin, would give birth to a son.

(4) The child’s name would be Immanuel, or “God with us.”

2. From Luke 1:26-38

(1) The angel Gabriel appears to Mary.

(2) Gabriel tells Mary she will give birth to a son.

(3) The baby shall be the Son of the Most High (God).

(4) The baby’s name shall be Jesus.


The Key: “Nothing is impossible with God” (v. 37).

II.
FULFILLMENT OF THE PROPHECY

1. Joseph’s Discovery and Reaction to Mary’s Pregnancy

(1) Joseph and Mary are promised but have not yet come together physically.

(2) Joseph learns about the pregnancy—no doubt from Mary.


Mary: “Joseph, I need to tell you something.”


Joseph: “Yeah, I understand. I’m nervous, too!”


Mary: “No, it’s more than that. I’m expecting a baby.”


Joseph: (Silence) “Well, uh, who’s the father?”


Mary: “No, it’s not what you’re thinking. There is nobody else.”


Joseph: “Come on. Surely you don’t expect me to believe that. Who is it?”


Mary: “Joseph, there is nobody else. I have never known a man!”


Joseph: “Uh, right! Then, how did you get pregnant?”


Mary: “It was an act of God!”


Joseph: “Oh, OK! Whatever!”


Mary: “If you don’t want to marry me, I understand. I’d feel the same way!”

(3) Joseph decided not to expose her publicly.

(4) Joseph decided to divorce her privately.

2. God’s Revelation of the Nature of Mary’s Pregnancy

(1) An angel appears in a dream and tells Joseph to take Mary for his wife.

(2) The angel confirms that the baby has been conceived by the Holy Spirit.

(3) The baby’s name shall be Jesus, for He shall save His people from their sins.

(4) The baby shall be called Immanuel, or “God with us.”


The Key: “Nothing is impossible with God.”

CONCLUSION


Jesus Christ was born of a virgin, a young woman in her innocence and purity. Nature says it cannot happen, but Christ has power over nature. He created the universe and its laws. Therefore, He controls nature. Nothing is impossible! This same Jesus was born to be the Savior—to save us from our sins. He is God in the flesh—God with us! There is no other like Him.
