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INTRODUCTION


This sermon is the last in the series of sermons about the priority of Christ over all things. Jesus has power over all of creation and over mankind. Today, we will see the most amazing fact of all: His power over death itself. It is NOT just another Hollywood phenomenon. It is real, genuine, not make believe. Let us examine this awesome power.

I.
THE PATTERN OF GIVING LIFE

1. If the Lord is present, He can give life—vv.32, 37.

2. When the Lord gives life, you see the glory of God—v.40.

3. Before you see the glory of God, you must hear Him call you out of death—v. 43.

This pattern is very simple, yet very profound. The truth is that most folk never see the glory of God. They attribute His great works to other causes. However, those who respond to His call in faith can and will see His glory!

II.
THE PRACTICE OF GIVING LIFE

1. Giving Life to Lazarus—John 11:32-46.

2. Giving Life to the 12-year-old Daughter of Jairus—Luke 8:41-42, 49-56.

3. Giving Life to the Only Son of a Widow—Luke 7:12-16.

In each of these occasions, Jesus called these persons out of death. He demonstrated the glorious power of God to give life. In each case, the person called responded by coming alive to Jesus Christ.

III.
THE PROMISE OF GIVING LIFE

1. He calls you and me to come out of the world of spiritual death—John 10:3, 14-16.

2. He calls us to give our lives to Him and to follow Him—John 10:3-4.

3. He calls us to follow Him and see the glory of God in our lives and in the world.

Jesus promises to call people out of the world of death and give them life in the family of God. This is the greatest power of all. God takes a sinner and makes a saint. God takes a child of Satan and makes it into a Child of God. God calls you and me out of death and offers us life. What a mighty God! What a glorious God!

CONCLUSION


Have you heard the call of God in your life? Have you responded to His call? Have you come out of death into life? Are you a saint, a Child of God? If you are, I know you rejoice to see the glory of God at work in your life. I know you rejoice to see the glory of God as He works in the world.


If you are not yet a Child of God, I urge you to listen for His call. Listen! He promises to call you out of this world of spiritual death. Are you listening for His call? Is He calling you today? If you hear His call, come out of death and receive life in Jesus Christ today.
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
