FINDING   SOMEONE  SPECIAL

Genesis 29:9-20

INTRODUCTION


Television programs and movies make it look so simple to find someone special! You see a stranger across a crowded room, and it is love at first sight. Of course, that would be love at first bite—if it is a Dracula movie. It is so magical, so mystical, so marvelous, so—so—so! However, reality is not so simplistic! True, everyone is looking for that special someone. But what can you do to insure that you find and recognize that person? And how can you keep that person once you have found him or her? This is an age-old problem faced also by Jacob in Genesis 28-29.

I. FINDING SOMEONE SPECIAL

1. Listen to your parents—Genesis 28:1-5.

(1) Your parents have learned from their own experiences.

(2) Your parents have learned from the experiences of others.

2. Listen to your God—Genesis 28:12-20.

(1) Your God has a plan that will bless your life.

(2) Your God will reveal His will as you are obedient to Him.

3. Listen to yourself—Genesis 29:9-20.

(1) Your brain can reason out what kind of person you are looking for.

(2) Your heart can give you a basis for marriage—love.

Finding someone special requires that we be attentive at all times—to our parents, to our God, and to ourselves. Are you listening?

II. KEEPING SOMEONE SPECIAL 

1. Demonstrate your love by your words—Genesis 29:10-12.

(1) Treat that special person with special loving care.

(2) Treat that special person with special loving respect.

2. Demonstrate your love by your actions—Genesis 29:18-20.

(1) Show your love by your patient actions every day.

(2) Show your love by your faithful actions every day.

3. Demonstrate your love by your faithfulness to God.

(1) Be faithful to God in all areas of your life.

(2) Be faithful to your beloved in all areas of life.

Keeping that special someone will be influenced primarily by your demonstration of your love in your words and actions and by your faithfulness to God and your beloved in all areas of life.

CONCLUSION


It is not enough to find someone special by listening to parents, God, and oneself! You must also be able to keep that special person through proper attitudes, words, and actions. Allow God to lead you to that special someone. Then, stay close to God so that you can be the right kind of person for your spouse.
