(2) Jesus looked directly at him.

2. He learned he had been there for a long time.

(1) He asked about the man’s condition.

(2) He asked about the man’s desire for healing.

II. JESUS CARED ABOUT THE PERSON

1. He cared that the man was all alone.

(1) He cared that the man could not help himself.

(2) He cared that the man had no one to help him.

2. He cared about the man.

(1) He cared enough to share Himself.

(2) He cared enough to change his life.

Jesus cares about you and me!
