YOU ARE SPECIAL REGARDLESS OF YOUR ABILITIES

Luke 10:38-42

INTRODUCTION


Some people in our modern world tend to disregard the abilities of those folk who have a lower position in life, whether at work, at church, or at school. However, Christians should never feel or consider someone else to be inferior or less valuable based upon such worldly judgment. Christians must listen for God’s guidance in choosing a career, and God does not always desire for us to have a powerful position. He may intend for us to be in a position of humble service. Whatever God leads us to do with our lives, we should understand that His Will is far better for us than our own dreams or ambitions.  


In our text, there are two women who have different understandings of their roles in life. They reflect the reality that there are many ways to serve God and others. Please understand that you, as well as they, are special regardless of your abilities.

I. PERSONS SUCH AS MARTHA ARE SPECIAL TO GOD

1. The Positive Side

(1) She served the Lord with a special ability—cooking and serving.

(2) She served the Lord with a willing heart and mind.

(3) She served the Lord with a humble heart and mind.

2. The Negative Side

(1) She became disheartened because there was much to do.

(2) She became disheartened because others were not helping.

(3) She became disheartened because she was worried about the Lord. 

Persons such as Martha serve the Lord through physical labor and efforts.  However, such persons must not complain about others who have different abilities and ways to serve the Lord.

II. PERSONS SUCH AS MARY ARE SPECIAL TO GOD

1. The Positive Side

(1) She served the Lord by being an eager learner.

(2) She served the Lord by sitting and listening to Him.

(3) She served the Lord by learning His message and living it.

2. The Negative Side

(1) She was unaware of the needs of household business.

(2) She was unaware of the needs of people around her.

(3) She was unaware of everything except the Lord.

Persons such as Mary serve the Lord through intellectual and spiritual labor and efforts. However, such persons must not ignore the needs of those around them as if those persons and their needs are unimportant.

CONCLUSION


The truth is that both types of persons are special to God. Martha was busy preparing and serving one last meal for her Beloved Jesus. Mary was busy listening and learning one last time from her Beloved Jesus. Both were ministering to Jesus in His time of need. Both types of activities, both types of abilities, are important. God has given us all different abilities. If you have gifted hands, use them in God’s work. If you have a gifted mind, use it in God’s work. Whatever your gift, use it for His honor and glory!  

Indeed, you are special regardless of your abilities! 
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
