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INTRODUCTION


This is the last in a series of sermons about what the Bible says about different subjects. This final subject for today also includes what the fool says. The Bible emphasizes what the fool says by repeating it in two different Psalms: “There is no God.” In 2001, I read that the bones of one of the most famous modern-day atheists, Madalyn Murray O’Hair, were found and buried. In 1963, she successfully sued the U.S. government on behalf of her son William to get prayer out of the public schools. Her actions should not have surprised Christian people, however. Look at the Psalmist’s words.

I.
WHAT THE FOOL DOES

1. The fool resists God’s law of righteousness.

(1) The fool is corrupt—14:1, 53:1.

(2) The fool’s ways are vile—53:1.

(3) The fool’s deeds are evil—14:1.

2. The fool resists God’s law of reason.

(1) The fool never learns—14:4.

(2) The fool is overcome with dread—14:5.

(3) The fool experiences dread when there is no reason to feel dread—53:5.

3. The fool resists God’s law of respect.

(1) The fool does not recognize the existence of the Lord—14:4.

(2) The fool devours God’s people (although believers are the majority)—14:4.

(3) The fool frustrates the plans of the poor—14:6.

II.
WHY THE FOOL ACTS THIS WAY

1. The fool does not fear God with his eyes (blind to God’s actions)—36:1.

2. The fool does not detect sin in his life (self-importance justifies actions)—36:2.

3. The fool does not reject wrong thoughts in his mind (devises evil plans)—36:4.

III.
WHAT GOD WILL DO TO THE FOOL

1. God will resist the fool and give refuge to the poor—14:6.

2. God will scatter the bones of those who attack Him—53:5.

3. God will put the fool to shame because He despises foolish actions—53:5.

CONCLUSION


Ms. O’Hair attacked the concept of God and ridiculed Christians for years. But God resisted her and protected His children. After she had been missing for about three years, along with one son and a granddaughter, whom she had adopted, her bones were found in a field in Texas. They had been cut up, broken in pieces, and scattered by those who killed her and her two family members for their money (see Psalm 53:5). She was put to shame (and to death) by those whom she hired to work in her atheistic organization.


There was even greater shame for her than this. Her son William, whom she used in her lawsuit, later became a Christian. Now, he is a Baptist evangelist and an activist for Christian causes in Washington, D.C. The fool said there was no God, but her son believed in Him anyway. At her funeral service last week, only federal marshals and her Christian son were present to bury the bones! She had requested that no prayer be spoken at her funeral. The persons there that day removed to another part of the cemetery, and her son led in prayer. 


God is able to defeat the plans of those who are His enemies. He is able to do the impossible—to give faith in the midst of cynicism and doubt. Yes, our God is able! He will do what He said He will do!
