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INTRODUCTION


Do you have questions that you would like to ask about Jesus Christ. You are not alone! Many people have questions because there are many mysteries that we cannot explain. Paul writes about “the mystery of Christ” and says that mystery has been hidden for ages but has now been revealed in the gospel of Jesus Christ. He says that God wants us to understand this mystery. He explains it very simply. Let us look at what he says.

I.
THE MYSTERY 

1.   The mystery has been hidden in God since ages past (v. 9).

2.   The mystery is to be revealed to rulers and authorities by the Church (v. 10).


3.   The mystery is specifically related to God’s eternal purpose (v. 11).

4.   The mystery is that we can now come to God with freedom and confidence (v. 12).

The wonderful mystery of God’s wisdom has been hidden for ages. Now, God’s eternal purpose is to be revealed clearly through the ministry and message of the Church. God desires that His people come to Him with freedom and confidence.
II.
THE MYSTERY REVEALED (From Vance Havner)

1.   We are saved by One Who could not save Himself.

2.   We receive life from One Who died.


3.   We are justified by One Who was condemned.


4.   We are blessed by One Who was Himself made a curse.

Jesus Christ took our place on the Cross and paid the price in full for us. He was God’s plan for and God’s gift to mankind from the foundation of the world. Through faith in Him, we have hope of eternal life.
III.
THE MYSTERY REVEALED IN THE GOSPEL


1.   The Gentiles are heirs together with Israel (v. 6).

2.   The Gentiles are members together of one body (v. 6).


3.   The Gentiles are sharers together in the promise (v. 6).


4.   The worst sinner can be saved and become a servant of this gospel (vv. 7-8).

Both Jews and Gentiles, regardless of how ungodly they may be, may become children of God through faith in Jesus Christ. That is the mystery of God’s eternal plan now revealed in the gospel that proclaims Jesus Christ to be the Savior and Lord of all. You and I are invited to become a part of God’s family. What a great mystery!
CONCLUSION


When you think about the mystery of Christ, you may think of specific questions you would like to ask. However, Paul reveals the mystery of Christ that God wants us to understand. This mystery had been hidden in the heart of God for ages. Now, it has been revealed through the Church in the preaching of the gospel. The gospel essentially is this: Jesus Christ is God’s plan for saving mankind from sin. It is God’s ONLY plan! Jesus is the ONLY way, just as He claimed in John 14:6, and just as the early church preached (see Acts 4:12). Now, you and I can come into God’s presence with freedom and confidence! Hallelujah!
