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INTRODUCTION


We live in a world that promotes pluralism, a belief that we must accept those who are different from us. We must accept them completely, implying that all ways of life are equal in value and all religions have validity. Theoretically, proponents must accept even those views that are not pluralistic in nature. However, pluralists accept only those persons that accept the basic premise of pluralism. That means they are pluralists only to the extent that they accept groups that agree with their views. They pretend to be something they are not—i.e., inclusive of all others regardless of differences. Yet, pluralists are most outspoken against Christianity, which claims to be the one true way because of the teachings of its founder, Jesus Christ. Such rejection demonstrates that pluralists are not true pluralists. 


Let us examine the words of Jesus in which He claims to be the only way to God.

I.
JESUS CLAIMS TO BE THE WAY TO THE FATHER (v. 6).


1.   “I am the way.” 

2.   “I am the truth.”


3.   “I am the life.”


2.   “No one comes to the Father except through me.”

Jesus claims to be THE way that is true and gives life. He is NOT a pluralist. He is exclusive in His claim. There can be no doubt about His words. Either He is the only way, or He is a liar! He leaves no room for any other interpretation!

II.
JESUS CLAIMS TO BE GOD (vv. 7-11).

1.   Knowing Jesus equals knowing God the Father (v. 7).


2.   Seeing Jesus equals seeing God the Father (v. 9).


3.   Hearing the words of Jesus equals hearing the words of God the Father (v. 10).


4.   The works of Jesus equal the works of God the Father (vv. 10-11).

Jesus claims to be equal with God (cf. Philippians 2:5-11), indeed to be God! Jesus left no doubt as to who He was. He wanted all to understand that He was unique, completely different from all others. He was God in the flesh! His claim is exclusive, for no one else is like Him. Others may claim to be prophets, even Messiahs (or deliverers); but no one else is like Jesus—uniquely God and man! No one else!

CONCLUSION

Jesus demands that we believe in what He says! He argues that, if we cannot believe in His words, we should believe because of what He has done—His mighty miracles giving evidence of His claims! Thus, Jesus calls us to commit ourselves to Him, to believe in Him! You see, to believe in Jesus is to believe in God! Do you believe in Him? Have you trusted in Him as Savior and made Him Lord of your life? My Friends, Jesus is the ONLY way! Jesus is THE ONLY way! JESUS is the only way! Repeat after me: Jesus is / the only way! Shout it with all of your heart! Shout it from the rooftops! Tell everyone that Jesus is “the way and the truth and the life” and that “no one comes to the Father except through me [Jesus].”
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
