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INTRODUCTION


Since Jesus Christ is a superior Savior who offers better promises, it would be tragic for us to ignore His salvation. This salvation is described as “such a great salvation.” It is beyond compare! THE DESCRIPTION OF SUCH A GREAT SALVATION

1.   A Salvation Verified (vv. 3-4)

(1) Jesus was the first to proclaim it.

(2) The Apostles/Disciples confirmed it.

(3) God testified to it by signs, wonders and miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit.
2.   A Salvation Vindicated (vv. 8-9)

(1) Jesus became a man, a little lower than angels, while here on earth.

(2) Jesus became our Savior by suffering death for everyone.

(3) Jesus is now crowned with glory and honor in Heaven (with everything being subject to Him).

3.   A Salvation Visualized (vv. 11, 14-18)

(1) Jesus made us holy; He made us a part of His family (“Brothers”).

(2) Jesus made us holy by becoming human and destroying the one who holds the power of death (Satan himself) thereby freeing us from slavery to fear of death.

(3) Jesus became like His brothers in every way, even suffering the same temptations, in order to become a merciful and faithful high priest to help us.

Jesus is the author and the agent of this great salvation. He alone could have made it possible. He alone could have made it so simple. He alone could have paid the price in full for us. No other religious leader! No other religious savior! Only Jesus!
