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INTRODUCTION


The blood of Jesus Christ is both precious and powerful. His blood paid the full price for our salvation. Many songs have been written about His blood. No other subject seems to evoke such passion among His followers. Because we are saved from our sins by His blood, we must never forget how precious it is. Because those who dishonor His blood will face certain judgment, we must remember how powerful it is. Let’s examine these two great truths.
I.
THE PRECIOUS BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST (9:11-22)


1.   His blood purges our consciences (v. 14).

(1) His blood cleanses us so that we do not have to die.

(2) His blood cleanses us so that we may serve God.

2.   His blood purchases our eternal inheritance (v. 15).

(1) He died as a ransom for our sin—to buy us out of slavery to sin.
(2) He died to set us free from the penalty of sin.

3.   His blood provides for our forgiveness (v. 22).

(1) His blood cleanses us from our sin.

(2) His blood purifies us—makes us holy.

The shed blood of Jesus Christ buys us out of bondage to sin, gives us freedom in this life, and gives us an eternal home in Heaven. When Jesus cried out “Father, forgive them” while on the cross, He was saying that so that you and I might be forgiven.

II.
THE POWERFUL BLOOD OF JESUS CHRIST (10:26-31, 39)


1.   Treat His sacrificial blood with respect (vv. 26-27).

(1) Do not continue to sin once you have been covered by the blood.

(2) Do not expect Him to sacrifice Himself a second time for you.

2.   Treat His sacrificial blood with reverence (vv. 27-28, 31).

(1) Do not “trample” under your feet the blood that purchased your salvation.

(2) Do not expect to escape God’s severe discipline if you do. “It is a dreadful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.”
3.   Treat His sacrificial blood with resolve (v. 39).

(1) Do not “shrink back” from God’s Kingdom like those that will be destroyed.

(2) Do persevere in your belief because you are truly saved.

The blood of Jesus Christ is holy, precious, and powerful. Do not treat it with disrespect in any way. Rather, show how much you value Him by the way you live every day. Persevere in your faith and lifestyle. Let others see Jesus living in you!
