I.

3.   It is the city of the Church of the firstborn. (Our names are written there.)

It is a place where all of God’s people will someday assemble and praise Him! Is your name written there? Written in the Lamb’s Book of Life? If it is, praise God!

THE PERSON (HEAVENLY JUDGE)


1.   You have come to God, the Judge of all men.


2.   You have come to the spirits of righteous men made perfect. (Yes! Perfect!)
