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INTRODUCTION


Several years ago, there was a woman in a rural community in Missouri that was kidnapped, raped, and abused for several days. She was found wandering along a road in a confused condition. No information was given out to the public. Later, we learned this was done to save her from additional pain. However, this approach caused some of her neighbors to begin to think she had run off with a lover and had returned after the relationship fell apart. Only after her death, which happened not long afterward, did the community learn from her personal writings that she had suffered horribly from memories of what had happened—i.e., from the fear, the isolation and loneliness, the uncertainty, and resulting insecurity. Fear dominated her thoughts and changed her life! In our Scripture passages for today, we see that both Jesus and Paul experienced being left alone by those who were closest to them. People were afraid of what was going to happen to them. However, both of them said they were not alone! My Friends, in difficult times, you never have to walk alone!

He promises to be with you and me in dangerous circumstances, in difficult circumstances, and in deadly circumstances. With Christ in your heart, “You’ll Never Walk Alone!”
