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INTRODUCTION


Psalm 100 is one of the best known psalms. It gives a beautiful picture of the Lord and what He has done for us. The psalm also tells us what we should do for Him. Let us look at these two themes in this psalm.

I.
WHAT THE LORD HAS DONE FOR US

1.
He made us—v. 3.

(1) The Lord created everything that exists (John 1:3—“Through him all thing were made; without him nothing was made that has been made.”).
(2) The Lord created you and me for Himself (Colossians 1:16—“For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him.”)
2.
He is good (to us)—v. 5.

(1) The Lord gives us those things that are good for us (Psalm 84:11—“…the Lord bestows favor and honor; no good thing does he withhold from those whose walk is blameless.”).
(2) The Lord does only good for those who are called (Romans 8:28—“And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called unto his purpose.”).
3.
His love (for us) endures forever—v. 5.

(1) The Lord loved us so much that He gave His life for us (John 15:13—“Greater love has no one than this, that he lay down his life for his friends.”).
(2) Nothing can separate us from the love of the Lord (Romans 8:35-39—“Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?... I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Jesus Christ our Lord.”).
4.
His faithfulness (to us) continues through all generations—v. 5.

(1) He is faithful to us when we confront the enemy (2 Thessalonians 3:3—“But the Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen and protect you from the evil one.”).

(2) He is faithful to us even if we are not faithful to Him (2 Timothy 2:13—“If we are faithless, he will remain faithful, for he cannot disown himself.”).

The Lord is gracious and glorious. As our Creator, He faithfully loves us and is good to us. He shall continue to be the same toward us throughout this life and the next. 

II.
WHAT WE ARE TO DO FOR THE LORD

1. We are to sing for joy to the Lord with joyful songs—vv. 1-2.

2. We are to worship the Lord with gladness—v. 2.

3. We are to enter His gates with thanksgiving—v. 4.

4. We are to praise His name—v. 4.

Gratitude is the attitude. We show our gratitude by the joyful gladness with which we come into His presence and praise Him.

CONCLUSION


The Lord has richly demonstrated the greatness of His love and His faithfulness to us. Our response could never be equal to that we have received. Nevertheless, we must seek to show our gratitude every day. We need to sing for joy, go to God’s House gladly, and enter with grateful hearts. We may not enter God’s House every day, but we can certainly sing joyfully and praise Him every day! Let us repeat together Psalm 150!
