2.
God hates lies and destroys those who deceive and destroy by lying (Psalm 5:6; Psalm 101:7; Proverbs 12:22; Proverbs 19:5; Revelation 21:8).

3.
God’s Word is always true, regardless of the one who challenges it (Romans 3:4—“Let God be true, and every man a liar.”).

4.
God’s Son is the revealed truth of God (John 14:6). 
5.
God’s Son revealed the truthfulness of God (John 18:37).

The result of the teachings about the truthfulness of God (and revealed in His Son) is that God cannot lie. He must speak the truth. He cannot stand nor will He tolerate those persons that distort the truth so that they can deceive and destroy. God is God!

II.
THEREFORE, GOD WOULD NOT BE GOD IF HE DID NOT CARE.

1. The text declares that God cares about each one of us.

2. The text declares that God cares about our anxieties.

3. God cares about our burdens.

4. God cares about our heartaches.

5. God cares about every detail of our lives.

As the daylight fades into deep night shades, does He care enough to be near?/ Does Jesus care when I’ve tried and failed to resist some temptation strong; when for my deep grief there is no relief, tho’ my tears flow all the night long?/ Does Jesus care when I’ve said “good-by” to the dearest on earth to me, and my sad heart aches till it nearly breaks, is it aught to Him? Does He care?/ O yes, He cares, I know He cares, His heart is touched with my grief; when the days are weary, the long nights dreary, I know my Savior cares!
