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INTRODUCTION


We learn from the Scriptures that Satan is the enemy of God. He is always trying to frustrate and defeat God and His plans. We see Satan confront Jesus in the wilderness, in the priests, in and through others, in the Garden of Gethsemane, on the cross. That news is bad enough, but the news gets worse. Satan also is our enemy. He is always out to frustrate and defeat God’s plan in our lives. Let us learn from Zechariah about this evil enemy that confronts us.

I.
SATAN IS THE ENEMY (Zech 3:1).
1.
Satan accuses us before God when we come to Him in prayer.

2.
Satan accuses us when we try to do God’s will.

3.
Satan accuses; God excuses when we confess our sins and weaknesses.

Satan will do anything he can to defeat us. He will accuse us with our past or our present, with truth or half-truth, all for the purpose of keeping us from finding favor with God. However, God excuses, forgives, if we confess our sins.
II.
THE LORD REBUKES SATAN (Zech 3:2).
1. The Lord rebukes Satan in a face-to-face confrontation.

2. The Lord rebukes Satan because of His chosen people.

3. The Lord rebukes Satan because each believer is a brand plucked out of Hell fire.

Satan is not given permission to accuse God’s chosen people. He can accuse unbelievers all he wants, but not believers. God rebukes Satan and limits his freedom. We must never give Satan more power than God has given him. Satan is limited!
III.
GOD WILL CRUSH SATAN UNDER OUR FEET (Rom 16:20).

1. The God of peace will soon crush Satan.
2. God will use our feet to crush Satan.

3. The spreading of the Gospel, when accepted by the unbeliever, will crush Satan and his efforts to frustrate and defeat God’s plan: “How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!” (Romans 10:15; Cf. Isaiah 52:7).
God will be victorious! Satan has already been defeated on the cross but will someday be totally restrained, not just limited. It is a crushing blow for Satan every time someone becomes a believer. Now, God wants to crush him under your feet and mine!
CONCLUSION


Satan, God’s enemy, accuses us before God; but the Lord rebukes him. God promises to crush Satan underneath our feet as we spread the Good News, the Gospel of peace, that Jesus Christ can and will save fallen mankind. As unbelievers hear about and receive Jesus as Savior and Lord, Satan is driven out of them and crushed under the feet of those who share the Good News. Do you hate this evil being who accuses you all of the time? Then, win someone to faith in Christ; and God will crush him under your feet!
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
