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INTRODUCTION

Last Sunday, we talked about God’s and our enemy, Satan, and how he seeks to defeat and frustrate God’s plan for our lives. He came to live with us (Satan comes to get us to live with him).
3.
He came to seek us because of His love for us (Satan comes because he hates us).
4.
He came to teach us the way of life (Satan comes to lead us away from life).
5.
He came to show us the way of life (Satan comes to show us what death is).
Jesus is truly the friend of sinners, whereas Satan is truly the enemy of all humanity. Jesus wants to bless us; Satan wants to curse us. Only Jesus can do for us what we need! Only Jesus can show us the way to the Father and to Eternal Life! Repeat after me: Jesus is OUR Friend. Now, make it personal: Jesus is MY Friend.
II.
JESUS IS THE SAVIOR OF SINNERS (OUR SAVIOR).

1. He came to call us sinners to repentance.

2. He came to call us unto life (from out of death).

3. He came to give His life for us.

4. He came to live in us.

5. He came to live His life through us.

Whereas Satan comes to try to deceive and to destroy us sinners, Jesus came to call us out of our sinfulness unto salvation through repentance of sin and faith in Him. Jesus is our true Friend, one who remains closer to us than a beloved brother. Satan seeks to kill; Jesus seeks to give life! Do you have life in Christ today? If you do, repeat after me: Jesus is OUR Savior. Now, make it personal: Jesus is MY Savior.
