(1) He recognized and admitted the truth before God.

(2) His recognition and admission of the truth led to a second touch from the Lord. Many people cheat themselves out of God’s wonderful blessings because they will not confront the truth in their lives. How about you? Are you certain that you are a child of God? If you are, do you see clearly?

HIS FINAL CONDITION

1. He could see clearly.

2. He was restored fully.
