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INTRODUCTION


Comical Story: “The Big Mouth Frog.” In our text for today, God has come to deliver His people from Egypt and the mighty hand of Pharaoh and his forces. Although Pharaoh is unwilling to recognize the God of Moses and the Israelites, God works powerfully to deliver them. He began His deliverance by turning Moses’ staff into a snake—a snake that devoured the sticks-turned-to-snakes of the court magicians. Then, God sends the first plague in the turning of the waters of Egypt into blood. Pharaoh’s magicians duplicate the miracle, and Pharaoh refuses to let God’s people go. Our text presents God sending the second plague. Let us examine the matter by use of an acrostic: F-R-O-G-S.
F=Frogs to Fill the Land
1. Foretelling of the Second Plague by God (vv. 1-4)
2. Fulfilling of the Plague Initiated by Moses (vv. 2-6)

(1) Frogs come into the palace, into the bedroom of Pharaoh, and upon his bed.

(2) Frogs come into the houses of his officials in the same way.

(3) Frogs come upon the people, into their ovens, and in their kneading troughs.

(4) Frogs are everywhere, and there is no escaping them.
R=Request for Deliverance
1. Regrets That He Did Not Let God’s People Go after the First Plague (v. 8)

2. Requests That Moses Pray for Removal of the Frogs (v. 8)
O=One More Night with the Frogs
1. Option Offered to Pharaoh As to When Moses Should Pray (v. 9)

2. Odd Response That Moses Pray “Tomorrow” (v. 10) 

(1) Will he endure his misery for one more night?

(2) Will he ask his wife and son to endure sleeping one more night with frogs?

(3) Will he ask his people to suffer one more night?



What is wrong with his thinking?

(4) Would you do the same?
G=God to Remove the Frogs
1. God to Keep His Word, Even to the Wicked (v. 11)

2. God to Remove the Frogs According to Pharaoh’s Timing (v. 11)
S=Salvation Available upon Repentance
1. Suggestion to Start Repenting Today, Not Tomorrow!
2. Salvation Available Today, No Value in Waiting until Tomorrow!

When you discover that you are dwelling among the frogs because of rebellion, do not delay taking action until tomorrow. If you need God in your life, do not delay until tomorrow. If you have drifted away from God, do not delay until tomorrow. Do not spend one more night with the frogs! Come to God today! Repent of your rebellious ways!
