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INTRODUCTION


In the Scriptures, God offers a variety of benedictions—good words from God’s Word for God’s good people. Although the benediction is pronounced by man, it is really God’s benediction. We have already considered two Old Testament and five New Testament benedictions. Today, we will consider the last benediction in this series—in Jude. This benediction reminds us that God is able to meet our needs and is deserving of our praise.
I. 
A REMINDER THAT GOD IS ABLE TO MEET OUR NEEDS
1.
God is able to keep (to guard or preserve) us from falling (stumbling into sin).
2.
God is able to present (stand) us before His glorious presence (directly in front of His glory).
3.
God is able to present us without fault (unblemished, unblameable).

4.
God is able to present us with great joy (with a great joyful welcome).
God is able to do all that we need in order to insure that we are His child, that we remain His child, and that we stand before Him as His child for all eternity. The writer of the letter to the Hebrews says, “Because Jesus lives forever, he has a permanent priesthood. Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God through him, because he always lives to intercede for them” (Hebrews 7:24-25). As children of God through faith in Jesus Christ, we have been saved completely! We will be kept completely by an Almighty God, and we shall stand before Him because of His power and authority!
II. 
A REMINDER THAT GOD DESERVES OUR PRAISE
1. To God be glory (obvious brilliance worthy of honor, praise, worship).
2. To God be majesty (divine greatness).
3. To God be power (vigorous dominion, strength).
4. To God be authority (superhuman force, capacity, jurisdiction).
God is so glorious, so divine, so great, so powerfully strong, so forceful with an unrivalled capacity that He can do all that He says He will do. Our God is able! Therefore, He deserves our praise everyday! “To God Be the Glory!”
