Children everywhere are struck with awe as they listen eagerly to the telling and retelling of David and Goliath. Goliath stood about three meters tall. Yes, you heard right. His armor weighed fifty-seven kilos, more than most of the Israelite soldiers and many of you might weigh. He was an awesome sight to behold, capable of striking fear into the heart of the bravest person. Every morning for forty days he had come out and challenged the best Israeli soldier to come out and fight him. Every morning, the Israelites had cowered with fear. Then, David came to camp to visit his brothers. He was offended and said he would fight the giant.

WHAT THE ENEMY OF GOD DOES

1. The enemy of God despises God’s servants (v. 42).

(1) The enemy hates youthful zeal.

(2) The enemy hates anyone who is unafraid.

2. The enemy of God mocks God’s servants (v. 43).

(1) “Are you going to fight me with sticks?”

(2) This will be like a game for Goliath to defeat David.

3. The enemy of God threatens God’s servants (v. 44).

(1) “I’ll feed you to the birds and the beasts.”

(2) He promises humiliation, death, and a shameful end.

4. The enemy of God attacks God’s servants (v. 48).

(1) The enemy is never complacent.

(2) The enemy is serious in his desire to destroy God’s servants.


The enemy of God always appears to be an unbeatable giant. It always is boastful and

threatening. It will always seek to destroy God’s servants. God’s servants will always

cower in fear as long as they see with eyes that are spiritually blind.

II.
WHAT THE MAN OF GOD DOES

1. The man of God never needs to fear the giants sent by Satan (v. 32).

(1) Satan’s forces are defying God, not just the servant of God.

(2) God will meet the challenge through the willing servant.

2. The man of God needs only the daily tools of life that God gives to him (v. 40).

(1) David took his shepherd’s staff, his sling, and five stones from the stream.

(2) David needed no armor, sword, or spear—just the presence and power of God.

3. The man of God never retreats before the giants, but rather attacks (v. 48).

(1) When the giants attack, the servant of God should not run and hide.

(2) When the giants attack, the servant of God runs to meet them face-to-face.

4. The man of God causes the enemies of God to turn and run away (v. 51).

(1) God empowers His servants and gives them victory over all of Satan’s giants.

(2) God’s power is so great and awesome that every enemy runs away in disarray.


The man of God, who fully trusts in God, will be empowered by God to withstand any

giant. Like David, every servant of God can be victorious against overwhelming odds. 

CONCLUSION


Beloved Friends, you and I can also defeat the giants that we face in life. If we are living faithful lives for Him, He will open our eyes of faith. We will see that the giants sent by Satan are weak in comparison to the awesome God we serve. Like David, we can cause the enemy of God to turn and run; but we must make ourselves available for God to use us.


What giant have you faced lately that has caused you to cower in fear? Was it some exam, health, finances, loneliness, anger? Will you now face that giant with God’s power?
