Private Sin (Congregant)

Resistance (There is no allowance for or reliance upon the Holy Spirit.)

Rebellion (There is a serious disregard for God, leading to numerous sins.)

Public Sin (Church)

Relaxed (There is no room for vision or for discipline, no purity or godliness.)

Ritual (There is no room for liveliness or excitement in the church.)

HOW PEOPLE LIE ABOUT SPIRITUAL SICKNESS AND DEATH
1. Correction Overlooked

(1) Denial (You are basically a good person with no serious problems. Don’t worry! You are going to be OK!)

Deception (You don’t need to worry! There is no need to do anything. You are OK, both physically and spiritually!)

2. Conviction Omitted

Discipline (The following biblical statement is used not to admit sin but to negate sin: Only persons “without guilt should cast the first stone.” You are OK!)

Death (The church has always been here, and “the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.” The church is going to be OK!)
