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INTRODUCTION


The words of the Psalmist here in Psalm 139 should be our prayer unto God each day of our life. The question is whether we dare to ask God to do these things with us. We always desire that He would lead us, but do we really want Him to search us, to test us, to see us? Let us examine our true intentions for our daily living.
I.
DO WE DARE ASK GOD TO SEARCH US?

1.
Many people try to live quiet lives hoping that no one will notice them—including the government, the godly, and God. 

“Keep your nose out of our business!” “Don’t investigate us!” “Leave us alone!” However, an honest man should not fear being investigated, as long as the investigator is an honest person! It is the dishonesty of those doing the investigating that causes all of us to fear. 
2. Few of us would truly want God to know our hearts.

We should not have anything to hide, but we all do. However, we should be unafraid of God investigating us because He is honest and righteous and holy. 
II.
DO WE DARE ASK GOD TO TEST US?

1. Many people do not want God to search their minds and their thoughts.

They know the reality of their own lives and hope God will stay far from them. They know their thoughts are not what they ought to be. We all have thoughts that we need to confess to God so that He can forgive us.
2. Most of us try to hide our “anxious thoughts.”

As God’s people, we are all aware of the failings of our mind and spirit. We know the truth that we have anxiety and fear, in spite of the many times we are told in the Scriptures that we are not to be afraid. 
III. DO WE DARE ASK GOD TO SEE US?

1.
Many people do not want anyone to know their weaknesses or careless living.

We all seem to want to hide from God—beginning with Adam and Eve!
3. Most of us try to hide our offensive ways from others, including God.
Do not hide your flaws from God. Rather, do as the Psalmist says and invite God to see, to point out, our offensive ways so that we might be shed of them.
IV.
DO WE DARE ASK GOD TO LEAD US?

1. Many people do not care about God’s guidance as they participate fully in their secular lifestyle. 
They say, “It’s my way or the highway.” The saying is quite interesting, as it actually exposes their spiritual reality. Spiritually, they are taking the low way (their way) rather than the high way (which is God’s way)!
2. Most of us are afraid to ask God’s guidance concerning His everlasting way as we want to go our own way. 
We fear the worst if He guides us—i.e., that He will take away all of the good things, the joy, the benefits of life. Actually, He intends to give us all of these things and more!
CONCLUSION


God’s way is the best way. It is an everlasting way that He desires us to follow. The Psalmist courageously asks God to help him walk in the everlasting way by searching, testing, seeing all that is wrong in his life, and pointing it out to him so that he may overcome all of the hindrances in his heart, his mind, and his life. Will you pray this prayer to God today? Will you pray this prayer everyday?
